Cervical cancer is a type of cancer that starts in the cervix, or the lower part of the uterus (womb). The cervix 
connects the body of the uterus (the upper part where a fetus grows) to the vagina (birth canal). If you have 
been told you have cervical cancer, you have probably already had a colposcopy (a test to look more closely

•	 How will we know if the treatment is working? 
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•	 Where will I go to get treatment? Can I drive myself?

work and exercise? 
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how long? What can I do to help this?
